Argument Writing: Parts of an Argument

When you write an argument, you are trying to convince your reader that your opinion
is correct. A strong argument has five key parts.

Claim A statement of opinion. This is the topic of your argument.

Proof or facts that support your claim.

Counter-Argument An argument that your reader would make if they disagreed with

your claim.
Rebuttal Your response to the counter-argument.
Conclusion A strong restatement of the original claim.
