Nouns ending in: Make Plural by: E;;_I—l’ple
ch, sh, ss, x, zz add -es lunch — lunches
a consonant and y drop the y, add -ies baby —> babies
forfe drop the £, add -ves elf — elYes

-Irregular plural nouns do not follow any rules. You must memorize them! %
Example: man —> men mouse —> mice tooth —> teeth ™=
