The author  i s  compar ing two unl ike  th ings:  the  moon 
and a  grapefruit .  The compar ison helps  the  reader  imagine 
what  the  moon looks  l ike  because the  reader  knows what  
a  grapefruit  looks  l ike.  The moon must  be  round,  d impled,  
and somewhat  ye l low.
