You will need
string, ribbon, or yarn
and some tape.

Secure each triangle to your
piece of yarn by sliding the
folded part over the yarn and
taping it to the back of the
triangle. Make sure the piece
doesn't slide around. Leave
room on each end for

taping or tying.

Tape or tie your mini banner in your room,

on your desk, or pin onto a bulletin board!

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Fold the sides Next, fold up
in and tape the bottom flap
them together. and tape.
