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Teacher Directions:

1. Cutout the character, setting, problem, and solution label cards, and place them in
four different locations, or corners, of the room.

2. Cutout the character, setting, problem, and solution cards. There are 32 total.
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Distribute one card to each student.

4. Point out the four different locations, or corners, of the room, and their story element labels.
Instruct students to stand in the location of the room that matches their card. Spot check students
to assess their accuracy.

5. Collect the cards, mix them up, and repeat.

Alternate Activities:

Hand out one or more cards to each student, and instruct them to write
a story using the story part(s) on their cards. ‘:_5 SRR ’k\
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Have students work independently or with a group to sort the entire set
of cards into four groups, based on the four story elements.
