
A metaphor states a fact or draws a verbal picture by the use of comparison. 
Animals can make especially vivid metaphors!

EXAMPLE: Abe’s new sports car is a cheetah.

In this example, Abe is not driving a cheetah.
The cheetah metaphor is used to show that his car is fast!
