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1.) Shooting stars are actually meteors entering
the earth’'s atmosphere.

2.) As the meteor reaches extremely high speeds, it
burns up leaving a glowing trail which look like
shooting stars.

3.) Around 75 million meteors enter the earth’s

atmosphere each day. Most of them burn up
before they can reach the ground.
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
